Response Team (DART), negotiators, bike patrol, traffic and K-9 units  
• Traffic stops and DWI enforcement demonstration   
• Officer survival and use of force 
• Driving course 
• Student involved scenarios including a Taser demo and shooting in the indoor range.   

 
Citizens Academy is taught by Burnsville Police Officers. The course is 11 weeks long, 
beginning on Sept. 5 and running until Nov. 14. Each session will take place on 
Thursday evenings from 6 to 9:30 p.m. Participants are asked to make a commitment to 
attend each session.  
 
After the successful completion of this program, participants will be given an opportunity to 
ride along with a Burnsville Police Officer for four hours during their shift.
